First, most people just
call it the ERC, but it's a refundable tax credit for businesses and tax-exempt
organizations that had employees and were affected during the COVID-19 pandemic.
It's available to eligible employers that paid qualified wages to some or all employees
during 2020 or 2021. So it's over now, but qualifying businesses still have some time
to file refund claims for prior periods. So that's why we're still seeing a lot of activity.
And it can be a lot of money, up to $26,000 per employee.”
